Hobart International Airport Pty Ltd (HIARABN 27 080 919 777) is the Ownp#gfator of Hobart
International Airport, an aerodrome certified by the Civil Aviation Safety Authority (CASA). HIAPL is also
regulated by the Secretaof the Department of Infrastructure and Transport (the Secretary) through

the Airports Act 1996 and the Aviation Transport Security Act 2004.

Although Vehicle gerations on the landside of theirport are subject to the apjgation of State
regulations, Vehicleg@rations Arside impact on the safety and security of aviation activities this
reason, the use of Vehicles oinside is regulated:

9 for the purpose of aviation safety, by HIAPL and the Civil Aviation Safety Authority;
9 for the purposes of iside management and aviation safety, by HIAPL and the Secretary; and
9 for the purposes of aviation security, by HIAPL and the Secretary.

1.2 Document Purpose

This Findbook forms an important part of the system which Hobagrnational Airport Pty Ltd has
put in place to promote the safe andderly movement of passengersrakatt and \&hicular traffic on
the Airside of Hobart Airport.

Airport Pty Ltd irdeterminingwhether to exclud individuals or entities from Airside access or the
Operation of Vehicles orir8ide

Appendices withithis document can be issued as a separate document upon request to HIAPL.

1.3 Regulatory Requirements

As a condition of the Aerodrome@ficate (and in the integsts of the safetpf Aircraft Qperations),

HIAPL is required by the Civil Aviation Safety Authority (under Civil Aviation Safety Regulation 139.095)
to institute certain Arodrome Qerating Pocedures, including procedurés the control of persons

and Vehicles on or neaircraft Movanent Areas. Thesep®rating procedures form part of the Hobart
International Pty Ltd Aerodrome Handbook.
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The Australian Gernment has regulated Airsidehicle control matters through the Airports Act 1996

and Part 4 of the Airports (Control of @irport Activities) Regulations 1997, which is administered by

the Secretary. This regulation requires HIAPL, as the Airport Operator, to have and to maintain this
Airside Vehicle Control Handbook which contains all ite foles and requirements for Operatia

Vehicle on the ibside of Hobart Airport.

The Aviation Transport Security Act 2004, requires HIAPL and all persons using Hobart Airport to:

1 keep appropriate levelsf safety and security on therport; and
1 control access to serity restricted areas of theifport.

Whilst control of ¥hicles on tB Manoeuvring £ea is the responsibility of AielSices Australia Air

Traffic Control (Air Services Act 1995, Section 8.1 and Air Services Regulation 3.02), thdbesntrol

In short, the control of Vehicles on tA#side of an iport is necessary in order that HIAPL may ensure
the safetyof Aircraft Qperations and persons working on theside of Hobart Airport and for it to meet
its regulatory obligations.

14 Responsibilities of Hobart International Airport Rty L

HIAPL is responsible for provididgside hicle control at Hobart International Airport by way of
adequate training and appropriate administrative procedurése prime objectives of suclehicle
controls are to:

avoid injury to persons;

avoid damag to property (jrticularly Arcraft);

ensure that priority is given tor&raft on Runways, Taxiways argidghs; and

comply with the relevant requirements of the Hobart International Airport Transport Security
Program.

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1.5 Audience

This Fndbook applies to all people who work or volunteer at HohgsbX, who may be required to
Operate Vehicles on thearside.

1.6 Exemptions

Any person, including a Vehicle Operator, may apply to HIABkefoption from some or all of the
provisions of this Handbook (including its Appendixes) either generally or in relation to specific
situations, personsactivities or Airside areasllAPL may approve, in writing, any such exemption on
such conditions allIAPL considers appropriat@rdinarily HIAPL will not grant an exemption unless
the exemption is supporteoly an appropriate safety case.

1.7 Transition

As far as possihlactions taken under previous Airsidehi¢le control documentation for the Hobart
Airport shall be taken to have been done under this Document and shall be subject to amendment,
renewal, cancellation and/or suspension as the case may be in accordance with this Document.

1.8 BicyclesMotorcycles;Tricycles, Skateboards, Scooters and Alike

No person is to ride a bicyclmotorcycle,tricycle, skateboard, scooter or alike Airside without the
written permission oHIAPLwhich permission may be withdrawn at any time giving &ritir oral
notice of withdrawal. Any person riding a bicyclmotorcycle,tricycle, skateboard, scooter or alike
Airside must comply witthe Guide for Driving Airsidg Appendix A.

All employers must have an understanding of the
Airside Vehicle Control Handbook in its entirety.

Tdirever must surrender their ADA to HIAPL within 48 hours and notify
their Vehicle Operator/Employer in writing.

2.4 Entering Airside in a Vehicle

After driving through an automatidirsidegate, do not allow others to pasthrough the open gate
behind you. You must wait on the other side of the gate until it is fully closed.

As a condition of enteringiside, HIAPL reserve the right to searorr person and/oyour Vehicle.lf
you refuseany search requesgou will notbe permitted to remain Airside.
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2.5 Entering Airside on Foot

When entering Airside on foot, you must:

9 ensure all access doors and gates are secured behind you

1 ensure no unauthorised access to the Airside is gdiaeduse ofour actions

1 be aware that as a condition of entering airside, HIAPL reserve the right to\gaargerson
and/or yourVehicle. If you refusany search requesyou will not be permittedo remain
Airside.

2.6 Reporting Security Risks and Occurrences

All operators on Hobart Airport are responsible for reporting any security risks or occurrences to HIAPL.
The HIAPL Senior Operations Officer is the first point of contact on 0418 120 854.

When driving Airside, you must obey all regulatory signs and, unless otherwise indicated by signs,
adhere to the following speed limits:
